PROCEDURES FOR FILING

REAL ESTATE CLAIMS
Chapter 14 of the Joint Travel Regulation (JTR), entitles you to reimbursement for expenses incurred in connection with the sale of your residence at the old duty station and the purchase of a residence at the new duty station; or in certain settlements of an unexpired lease.

Reimbursement is allowed when:


1.  A transportation agreement is signed;


2.  PCS is authorized or approved between two duty stations within the United 

              States;


3.  The residence at the old duty station was your actual residence at the time 

              you were first informed by the an appropriate authority that you were to be 

              transferred to a new duty station;


4.  The settlement dates for the sale, purchase or lease termination 

              transaction are within the two year time limitation;


5.  The residence or dwelling is the residence from which you regularly

              commute to and from work.

The settlement dates for the sale and purchase or lease termination transaction for which reimbursement is requested must not be later than two (2) years after the date you report for duty at the new duty station.

To make a real estate claim, you prepare the appropriate forms and copies thereof, listed below:  (Note DD forms are available at:

a.  Original and one (1) copy of DD Form 1705


b.  One (1) complete set of documents to support your real estate claim


c.  One (1) copy of DD Form 1614 with supporting documents


d.  One (1) copy of DD Form 1351-2
