Go to:  f:\PPI_51\install Highlight:   orainst.exe  (f:  or what ever the drive name is for the CD drive)

Select FILE - RUN, THEN TYPE /shared.  Should look like:  f:\PPI_51\install\Orainst.exe /shared.   Click:  OK
