POSITION:  Air Conditioning & Boiler Plant Equipment Mechanic, WG-5301-10

1. Diagnoses problems, repairs, operates, maintains and installs complicated heating units and related equipment and systems in boiler plants which produce steam, and hot water and hot air producing furnaces which provide building heat and power.

2. Familiar with oil and/or gas fired high pressure boilers, auxiliary components, automatic controls, pumps, preheaters, economizers, etc.

3. Observes and tests the operation of heating and power systems in order to diagnose and localize malfunctions in control devices, convectors, piping, pumps, motors, valves, and all other related equipment components.

4. Inspects, calibrates, adjusts, repairs and replaces thermostats, governors, switches, fuel cut-off apparatus, burners, fuel oil and values.

5. Removes burners, burner nozzles, strainers, filters, orifice plates, and assemblies; dismantles, repairs, reassembles, reinstalls, with brick trodes, adjustable dampers, and all other service type functions.

6. Removes soot, and ash from fire chambers, tubes, breeching, chimneys, and chamber ducts.

7. Installs new heating plants, boilers, furnaces, piping, pumps, controls, and connects new equipment to existing facilities.

8. Repair, overhaul, maintain and repair of industrial and domestic work-in, reach-in, refrigerators, freezers, water coolers, ice makers, humidifiers, dehumidifiers, air conditioning equipment and systems including central, through wall and package units, ventilation systems and all related component equipment.

9. Diagnoses and locates malfunctions; disassembles, repairs, replaces and/or adjusts thermostats, humistats, pressurestats, relays, switches, and other automatic control devices.

10. Uses all hand tools, test equipment and instruments, welding equipment and all shop machines.

11. Performs maintenance and repair to organizational and military family housing kitchen, laundry, and bakery equipment.

12. Operates government owned vehicle and performs driver maintenance and keeps administrative records pertinent to the assigned vehicle.
