CREDITABLE SERVICE

Creditable civilian service is generally the period of time from each date of appointment to date of separation.

EXCEPTIONS:

CSRS:
Temporary service performed on or after 
October 1, 1982 is not creditable, unless a deposit


is made into the retirement fund to cover the period of service.

FERS:
Temporary service after December 31, 1988 is not creditable service. Also, an employee who receives a refund of FERS retirement contributions may not make a re‑deposit all credit for the refunded service is lost for both eligibility and annuity computation purposes.

Leave Without Pay (LWOP) ‑ If you are granted for LWOP that does not exceed six months in any calendar year.

Part‑time employment ‑ The amount of creditable service will depend on what retirement system you are under and the time period that the part‑time service was performed (see your retirement counselor for answers to specific questions)
