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	PURPOSE:  CofS sign memorandums at TAB A-1 to A-10 officially delegating classification authority (DCA).

SUMMARY:

1. ASAM&RA issued new Army policy (TAB B)on delegating civilian position classification authority to managers and supervisors that rescinded current authority delegated.       

2. CofS briefed on Army’s policy concerning DCA on 7 Nov 97.  The CofS gave concept approval to HQ TRADOC Implementation Plan.  Plan includes delegation of classification authority through chain of command to each DCS, who in turn may redelegate to the ADCS and then Directors.

3. Managers who are delegated classification authority are expected to execute it within the intent of the law, regulation or executive order.  Enclosure to memorandum provides administrative accountability instructions to ensure these authorities are not compromised.  These instructions are in compliance with current ASAM&RA guidance, HQ TRADOC command policy, and on-going personnel regionalization initiatives.

4. CPAC has trained over 150 managers and supervisors on this initiative and will provide sustainment training as needed.        
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
