Chapter 1:  Downloading Necessary
All the installation files are located on the PO-CPR ftp server.

1. Using the following user information, you may access all the necessary files you will need.  Please note that this ftp user account is for government use only and should not be shared out for any other purpose.

2. After accessing the infocon32 directory on the FTP server download info32.exe, located in this directory, to your local hard drive or server.    

3. Navigate to the info32.exe.  Double click on this executable.

4. The WinZip Self-Extractor window appears.  The path indicating the location of the extracted files is shown.  This should read C:\temp.  Click Unzip.
5. A notification screen will appear indicating that the 9 files were unzipped successfully, click on OK.  Then click Close at the WinZip Self-Extractor window.

6. Navigate to your temp directory, info32 folder.

There should be nine files listed in the info32 folder:  

remove16.exe – 16-bit InfoConnect Deinstallation File


uts_doc.exe - 32-bit InfoConnect Installation Application
info_uts.exe - 32-bit InfoConnect Installation Application

dx_32.exe – 32-bit DataXpress Installation Application

in16unin.ppt – Instructions for removing 16-bit InfoConnect

in32inst.ppt – Instructions for installing 32-bit InfoConnect

in32cnfg.ppt – Instructions for making configuration changes to InfoConnect

32DXinstall.txt – Instructions for DataXpress installation.

 Chapter 2: 16-bit InfoConnect 

Deinstallation File
1. Log on as administrator.

2. Using your Windows NT Explorer, navigate to your temp directory and click on the info32 folder.

3. Double click on remove16.exe.  

4. The WinZip self-extractor window will appear.  You are asked to designate a folder into which the files are extracted.  Make sure to pay attention to this location.  You will need to locate these files later. 
Note:  You may want to unzip these files to your temp directory located on either your C: drive or D: drive (the default directory and file location listed). 

Select Unzip to extract the InfoConnect installation files.

5. A notification screen will appear indicating that 2 files were unzipped successfully, click on OK. Then click Close to close the WinZip Self-Extractor window.

6. Using your Windows NT Explorer , navigate to the directory where your files were extracted into (C:\Temp) and double click on Remove16.bat.
7. After clicking remove16.bat a DOS session “CAUTION” window will appear and prompt you to press ctrl-c to quit or any key to continue.  Select any key to continue.
8. A “NOICS” window will appear listing details of the deinstallation.  Click OK to continue with the deinstallation.
9. A “NOICS” windows will appear confirming the completion of the deinstallation, click OK.
10. At the DOS session window press any key to continue.
11. Next, a message appears informing you that you are now ready to install the 32-bit InfoConnect application on this machine.  Press any key to continue.

12. Finally, you must delete any instances of InfoConnect on either the C: drive or the D: drive, where it was originally installed.
a. Delete the INFOCONN directory, the DXW directory, and the UTS directory from your c: drive (or d: drive whichever applies).

b. Delete the INFOConn.CFG file in the Winnt root directory.

c. Delete the Infoconn directory in the Winnt root directory of either your c: or d: drive, using Explorer.  Go to Profiles, All Users, Start Menu, then the Programs directory.
Chapter 3: Installation of 32-bit

InfoConnect Application 

1. Log on as administrator.
2. Using your Windows NT Explorer, navigate to the temp directory and then the info32 folder.
3. Double click on the uts_doc.exe file.
4. The WinZip Self-Extractor window will appear.  You are asked to designate a folder into which the files are extracted.  Make sure to pay attention to this location.  You will need to locate these files later in the installation.

Note:  You may want to unzip these files to your temp directory located on either your C: or D: drive (i.e. C:\Temp).

Select Unzip to extract these files.

5. A notification screen will appear indicating that 3 files were unzipped successfully, click OK.  At the WinZip Self-Extractor window, click Close.

6. Navigate again to the temp directory and then the info32 folder.

7. Double click on the info_uts.exe file.

8. The WinZip Self-Extractor window will appear.  You are asked to designate a folder into which the files are extracted.  Make sure to pay attention to this location.  You will need to locate these files later in the installation.
Note:  Make sure these files are located in the same directory as the extracted uts_doc.exe files (i.e. C:\Temp).

9. Select Unzip to extract the InfoConnect installation files.

10. A notification screen will appear indicating that 319 files were unzipped successfully, click OK.  At the WinZip Self-Extractor window, click Close.

11. Using your Windows NT Explorer, navigate to the directory where the files were extracted into (C:\Temp) and double click setup.exe to begin the installation process.

12. Next, you are be prompted to enter the Product Access Code: 97-8013294.   Click OK.
13. Setup begins.  You are prompted to specify the number of users.  Select One User, the default setting, and click Next.
14. At the Transport Selection window only TCP for PEP should be selected.  Click Next.
15. At the Destination Directory window you can either designate the directory which InfoConnect will be installed or click Browse to locate the Destination Directory for installation.  After the correct path is displayed at the command line click Install.
Installation of InfoConnect Connectivity Services will begin.

16. A window will appear indicating that the installation is complete.  Click OK.
17. After successful completion of the InfoConnect32 installation a Getting Started Help window will appear.  Click the box run Accessory Manager and create a new session now.
18. At the window prompting you to select a keyboard type, select 101 Enhanced US Keyboard.  Click OK.
19. At the New Session window screen, use the default setting for the host to connect to, Unisys 2200.  Click Next.
20. At the Path Wizard screen select Next to create your path.

21. Use the default setting for the type of device the PC emulates, UTS60.  Click Next.
22. At this window you are prompted with two command lines, one for the Terminal ID and the other for the Initial Transaction.  Type in the correct Terminal ID number and leave the Initial Transaction line blank.  Click Next.

23. Next you are prompted to type a name to identify the set of INT1 environments.  Leave the default setting as INT1 and click Next.

24. This window of the Path Wizard prompts you with another command line to enter an environment path of the host application.  Type DCP in the command line and ensure that a check mark is displayed in the box next to Auto Connect.  Click Next.

25. Next, a command line for an Application name and the Initial Transaction will appear.  Under Application type T16A.  For the Initial Transaction leave this blank.  Click Next.

26. You are prompted at this window to select an Internal Connection link.  Type TIP next to Connection Name.
27. Next, options are listed for connection to the host.  Select DCP-Gateway Mode next to Connection Type.  Click Next. 
28. At the next screen, type in the Host IP Address: 198.49.120.116 or 198.49.120.111.  Click Next.
29. Next, you are prompted for a path name.  It is optional to change the path name from the already specified INT1_1.   If you choose to leave the path name as INT1_1 you do not need to change the description command line.  Click Finish.
30. The next window prompts you to choose the type of file transfer.  Make sure NONE is highlighted in the box and click Next.
31. Finally you are prompted to type in the session name and a designated directory to be created in.  INT1_1 will appear as the session name.  You do not have to change the session name unless you supplied a different session name previously (Step 23).  

The directory path should read: D:\INFOCN32\ACCMGR32.  Click Finish.


32. Click on the File pull down menu and select Exit.  The Accessory Manager comes up asking if you would like to save the session.  Click Yes.
Chapter 4:  Adding a New Session

1. Click on the Start menu.  Go to Programs, then InfoConnect, and run the Add Path Wizard.

2. At the Path Wizard window select [Next] to begin creating your path.

3. For the Device Type, make sure that UTS60 is highlighted or selected for the Device Type and click Next.
4. Next, you are prompted next to enter in your correct Terminal ID .  Leave the Initial Transaction line blank and click Next.
5. At the screen specifying the Channel, leave the default setting as INT1 and click Next.
6. The next screen specifies the environment.  Type DCP1 and make sure AutoConnect is selected or checked off.  Click Next.
7. Next, you are prompted to type in the host application name.  Under Application type type T16B and click Next.
8. The next screen identifies a new host connection.  Make sure Internal Connection is selected.  Type in TIP1 for the Connection Name and click Next.
9. Next is the screen indicating the type of connection to the host.  Make sure the DCP-Gateway Mode is selected under Connection Type and click Next.
10. The next screen identifies the IP Address.  Type 198.49.120.111 in the blank and click Next.
11. Next the New Path Name should read, INT1_2.  The New Path Description should remain as the default, INT1 using DCP, on UTS 60= (your Terminal ID).  Click Finish.
12. Now go back to the Start Menu.  Click on Programs then INFOConnect and then click on Database Editor.
13. At the Database Editor window under Path and their descriptions, highlight INT1_1 INT1 using DCP, on UTS60= (your Terminal ID).

a. Click on the Environment tab.  At the top of the screen, under Environments, first make sure DCP is highlighted.   Now, under the Environment tab, make sure T16A is listed as the Application.  Leave the Initial Transaction blank.  Internal Connection should be checked off for the connection link and TIP should be listed under Connection.

b. Next click on the Connection tab.  A window will appear if there were any changes made indicating whether you would like to save the changes. Click Yes.  At the top of the screen under Connections, first make sure that TIP is highlighted.  

Now under the Connection tab, make sure TCP/IP is selected for Settings and 198.49.120.116 is listed as the IP address.  TCP/IP Connection type should have the DCP-gateway mode selected.

14. Go to the Start Menu once again and click on Programs, then INFOConnect.  Then run the Accessory Manager 32-bit.
15. Click on the File pull down menu at the top left corner of the window and click on New Session.
16. Next, make sure that Unisys2200 is highlighted in the box indicating the type of host you are connection to.  Click Next.
17. At the next screen check the box next to Use an Existing path, and highlight INT1_2.  Click Next.
18. Next, this screen will prompt you to type in a path name.  Leave this as the default settings, INT1_2 under the new path name and INT1 using DCP, on UTS60= (your Terminal ID)  for the new path description.  Click Finish.
19. At the next screen make sure None is highlighted in the box indicating the type of file transfer.  Click Next.
20. Next, the session name should read INT1_2 by default.  Click Finish.
21. Go to the File pull down menu at the top left corner of the Accessory Manager window and select Exit.  The Accessory Manager comes up asking if you would like to save the session.  Click Yes.
Chapter 5: Installation of

32-bit DataXpress

1. Double click on the dx-32.exe file.

2. Using your Windows NT Explorer, navigate again to the temp directory and then the info32 folder.

3. The WinZip Self-Extractor window appears.  It will ask you what folder to unzip the files to.  Make sure to pay attention to this location or path in order to be able to access these files once they are extracted.

Note:  You may want to unzip these files to your temp directory located on your hard drive (the default directory and file location listed).

Select Unzip to extract the DataXpress installation files.

4. A notification screen will appear indicating that 31 files were unzipped successfully, click OK.  At the WinZip Self-Extractor window, click Close.
5. Next, click on the start menu.  Go to Programs, InfoConnect, and run the Manager 32-bit application.

6. Click on the Install Tab and then on packages.
7. At the INFOConnect Installed Packages window click on the Add button.

8. Select Browse and navigate to the directory which the DataXpress files were extracted to: 

Double click on the file, C:Temp\32.  

Double click on DX and highlight Icsetup.inf.

Click Open.

Click OK.

9. Next, you are prompted to enter a path the DataXpress files will be located:  

      Type C:\DXW.

Click Continue.

10. At the next screen, you are prompted to type in the program group name.  Leave this as InfoConnect and click Continue.
11. The path will then appear on the command line.
Click OK.

12. A screen will appear asking whether or not you wish to continue with the installation of another package.  Select no.

13. The Quick Configuration begins and a window for DataXpress Parameters appears.

a. Leave 1 for the Number of Sessions to Quick Configure (1-10).

b. Click Next.

14. Next you come to the Session Parameters window.

a. Configuration for Session should read Session 1.

b. Session Names should read Session 1.

c. At 1. INFOConnect Path, click the down arrow and select INT1_1.
At 2. Host Mode select TIP.

At 3. TIP Transaction Code type in TEST01.

At 4.  Open session on startup.  Select YES.

      d.   Select OK.

e.   A window will appear indicating that configuration is complete.  Click OK.

15. At the InfoConnect Manager32 window, go to the Administrator tab (top left corner) and click on Exit INFOConnect.

16. Open up NT Explorer and navigate to the winnt root directory.  Find the icc.ini file.

a. Double click on the icc.ini file.

b. Type:  [DataXpress]
                  EnableQTF=YES 

Note:  type these commands in the icc.ini Notepad exactly the way they are shown above.

c. Click on the File Tab and select Save.
d. Click on the File Tab and select Exit.

17. Close all applications.

18. Next, click on the Start menu and go to Programs, InfoConnect, and run the DataXpress 32-bit application.
a. At the InfoConnect DataXpress window go to the Preferences tab and click Session.
b. At the Session Preferences window, choose and highlight Session 1 and click Edit.

c. Click Host Parameters.

d. At the Host Parameters window, under Tip Mode Parameters it should read: 
Host DX:  TEST01

QTF:  BLPS01

Next to Log File: make sure the correct drive letter where DataXpress is located is entered  (Default is C:\hift.log).

e. Click OK.
f. Click Save
g. At the Session Preferences window click Close.

19. Next, at the InfoConnect DataXpress window go to the Preferences Tab and select Session.
a. Highlight your download session under Configured Sessions and select Edit.

b. At the Edit Session window click Host Restrictions.

c. At the Host Restrictions window enter ICC (in CAPS) in the DataXpress-ST User Name field and select OK.
d. Click Save session at the Edit Session window.
e. At the Session Preferences window select Close. 
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
