Chapter 2: Additional Information for 

 MetaFrame Client Workstations

A. Temp Directory

MetaFrame uses the client’s temp directory in the C: drive to perform some of the PPI applications.  For this reason, all client workstations must have C:\temp directory.  Follow these directions to create a temp directory in the C: drive.

1. Using your Windows NT Explorer or File Manager, locate your C: drive and highlight it.

2. Click on File in the top left corner of the window.

3. Select New and Folder from the directory tree.

4. A new folder shows up in the C: drive.  At the cursor, type temp as the new folder name.

5. Close the window to exit NT Explorer or the File Manager.

B. Note to System Administrator:

The N: drive is the map drive for the MetaFrame Server; therefore, the N: drive on the user’s workstation must be available.

Chapter 3: Downloading the Citrix ICA Client 
1. Download the Citrix Client Software (Citrix _Client\CitrixClnt.zip) from the SECPOC FTP Web Site at Http://secpoc.army.mil/seintranet/isd/ftpsite.htm 

2.  Contact the Network Management Branch for the userid and password to access this FTP site if this information has not already been provided to you.
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At the following Save As screen, browse to your temp directory, or select another empty directory to download the CitrixClnt.ZIP.   

3. Once the download is complete, exit your Internet browser.

4. Using Winzip or PKUnzip, unzip the file you just downloaded.  You should now have to files Icaw32d1.exe and Icaw32d2.exe
5. Using your File Manager, locate temp directory where you unzipped the ICA Client files Icaw32d1.exe and Icaw32d2.exe .  These two executable files are self extracting files.  Double click on each of these .exe files to extract the addtitional files. 
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6. Double click on both icaw32d1 and icaw32d2, and additional files will be extracted. 

7. Click on setup.exe and the ICA Client Setup will begin.

Chapter 4: Installation of the 

 Citrix ICA Client 
1. After clicking on setup.exe, the Welcome window for the ICA Client Setup will appear.  If other windows programs are running, press “Cancel”, exit all windows programs except your file manager, and then return to Setup.  Click Next to continue with the installation.

2. The following window is the Choose Destination Location window.  Here, Setup will install the ICA Client in a specified directory.  To install the client in the default destination directory, click Next.  To select another directory, click “Browse” and choose the desired directory.

· For Win32 (Win95 & WinNT) users, the default directory is “Your Drive Letter”:\Program Files\Citrix\ICA Client\.

· For Win16 (Win3.X & Windows for WG) users, the default directory is “Your Drive Letter”\ICA\ICA Client\.

To connect to PPI, return to your Remote Application Manager and double click on your new SER-PPI entry.  If you selected in your setup to save your password. You will automatically be logged on to the Metaframe Server and You should get the PPI Logon Screen. 

2. At the logon screen, type your PPI logon name and password, which are supplied in Click on Cancel to return to your desktop.

3. If you change your MetaFrame password, Highlight the SER-PPI connection.  Click on properties and select Login Information. Type in your new password information.  Click OK to save this change.

4. After successful completion of the MetaFrame ICA Client installation and initial connection to the PPI application, the downloaded ICA Client files located in the temp directory may be deleted.

Chapter 7:  Creating a PPI Icon on Desktop

1. For Windows 95 or Windows NT 4.0, to create an icon onto your desktop:

a. Open the Citrix Program Neighborhood window.  Highlight the SER-PPI Icon.  Click your right mouse button and select Create DeskTop Shortcut
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Chapter 8: Changing Client Window Size 
This step is optional for those users who would like to alter the size of the MetaFrame PPI application after installation. 

1. Locate and run the Remote Application Manager, using your File Manager.

· For Win32 (Win95 & WinNT) users, the location of the Remote Application Manager file is “Your Drive Letter”:\Program Files\Citrix\ICA Client.  The filename is wfcmgr32.exe.

· For Win16 (Win3.X & Windows for WG) users, the location of the Remote Application Manager file is “Your Drive Letter”:\ICA16.  The filename is wfcmgr.exe.

2. From the Remote Application Manager window, highlight your PPI connection.  Select Entry from the menu bar above and click on Properties.    
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3. Once the Properties window opens, click on the Connection Options tab at the top of the window.

4. At the Connection Options page, the window properties are listed at the bottom of the window.  Click on the Change button.

5. The Window Properties window will appear.  Deselect the Use Default option and select the appropriate window size for your workstation.  Click OK at the Window Properties box.

6. Click OK at the Properties window to save the changes.  
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
