Run:   PPI_FULL.EXE -d


Go to:  File Manager


Ensure there is a C:\temp or D:\temp directory on the server 


Create a directory on c: or d: drive on the server name it \PPI or \Orawin


Share the directory with full control to everyone.


Create a shared logical drive to the \PPI or \Orawin directory, using a drive letter that is not being used already.  Such as V:  or W:  Do connect, select drive letter, select reconnect at login, and scroll down until you see the \PPI or \Orawin directory and highlight and, Click OK.


Go to:  D:\PPI_51\install Highlight:   orainst.exe 


Select FILE - RUN, THEN TYPE /shared.  Should look like:  d:\PPI_51\install\Orainst.exe /shared.   Click:  OK
