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BACK SAFETY.  Teaches which movements cause back injury, which everyday activities may indirectly affect back mishaps, and how to prevent personal back injury, regardless of the environment.

CONFINED SPACE ENTRY.  Helps students understand how to identify permit required spaces, their hazards and how to control them, the OSHA permit space program, how to enter and work safely in permit space, and the training and duties of the entry team.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY. Teaches the various considerations with electrical work, such as dealing with electrical accidents, safe work practices with electrical equipment, and personal protective equipment for electrical work.

FALL PROTECTION. Describes principles of Fall Protection, how different Fall Protection systems work and which one is right for you.

FORKLIFT SAFETY.  Appropriate and inappropriate uses of the forklift, safety regulations regarding forklift operations, forklift design, and various proper procedures.

GENERAL SAFETY. Discusses basic work environments, which involve hazardous duties, explaining how to prevent and avoid hazardous situations, and how to safely respond in emergency situations.  The following modules are covered: Electrical, Lockout/Tagout, HAZMAT, HAZCOM, Workplace Safety, Fire Safety, and Worker Protection.

HAZARD COMMUNICATIONS. Focuses on posed hazards by chemicals in the workplace and how to control and minimize these hazards by accurately and effectively maintaining a Hazard Communication Program.

HAZMAT AWARENESS. Focuses on identifying hazardous materials, marking, labeling, placarding, safe work practices container handling, and real-life situations.

HEARNING PROTECTION. Discusses how the ear processes sound to the brain, the consequences of constant noise in the work place, hearing protection devices, and the requirements of the employer’s hearing protection program.

INDOOR CRANES.  Describes the different indoor cranes, inspections required before using the cranes, how to properly and safely rig and lift a load with indoor cranes and safe practices for indoor crane operation.

LOCKOUT/TAGOUT. Covers the importance of lockout/tagout, applying and performing lockout/tagout.

PERSONAL PROTECTION EQUIPMENT. Describes the need for personal protective equipment, what protection is necessary, how to wear PPE, limitations, care and maintenance of PPE.

PERPARING HAZMAT FOR TRANSPORTATION. Details DOT regulations for marking and labeling packages, placarding shipping containers, and properly preparing shipping papers.

RESPIRATORY PROTECTION.  Details the health hazards that result from polluted work environments, determines whether a work atmosphere is hazardous, and the measures and the equipment used to protect your respiratory system.

WALKING & WORKING SURFACES.  Details the importance of being aware of the hazards associated with walking and working surfaces. Causes of and tips dealing with slip, trip, and fall hazards, and how to avoid injury when working on ramps, scaffolds and elevation platforms.
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
