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Summary.  This regulation prescribes policies and procedures for complying with the Affirmative Procurement (AP) portion of Executive Order (EO) 13101, and Section 6002 of the Resource Conversation and Recovery Act (RCRA). 
Applicability.  The APP applies to all activities, commands, and directorates located on Fort Monroe.  It also applies to all personnel who requisition Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) designated items and to all solicitations and contracts at Fort Monroe.  Contract language shall be included in all contracts requiring compliance with APP and EO 13101.  EPA designated items can be found in 40 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 247 or in the Comprehensive Procurement Guidelines (CPG).

Suggested improvements.  The proponent of this regulation is the Directorate of Public Works, Environmental Office. 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1-1.  Purpose.  This regulation establishes an Affirmative Procurement Plan (APP) on Fort Monroe to further reduce the amount of waste going to landfill by expanding the demand for items with recycled content. By fostering the markets for recovered materials, consumers, including corporations and government agencies, are sending a message to industry that a market for recovered materials exist.

1-2. References.

  a.  Resources Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), Section 6002.

  b.  Executive Order (EO) 13101, “Greening the Government through Waste Prevention, Recycling, and Federal Acquisition.”

1-3.  Explanation of abbreviations and terms.  The glossary 

contains abbreviations and special terms used in this regulation.

1-4.  General.  The federal government has implemented several EOs in a nationwide plan to reduce waste and increase energy efficiency in all federal agencies.  In response to these EOs, Fort Monroe is working towards improving pollution prevention strategies by encouraging all activities/units to work together and consider the following factors: 

  a.  Elimination of virgin material requirements.

b.  Use of recovered materials.

c.  Reuse of product.

d.  Life cycle costs.

e.  Recyclability.

f.  Use of environmentally preferable products.

g.  Energy efficiency.

h.  Waste prevention (including toxicity reduction or

elimination).

i.  Ultimate disposal when developing plans, work statements, 

specifications, or other product descriptions.

1-5.  Affirmative Procurement Plan (APP).  Fort Monroe’s APP contains four required components:

  a.  A preference program.  Each acquiring activity and

procurement activity will make it a practice, when purchasing any of the items listed in Appendix A,  to show a preference for items with recovered material content.  There are three options to consider when purchasing these items: 

    (1) Minimum-content standards.  Identify the minimum

content of recovered materials that an item should contain; these standards are located in Comprehensive Procurement Guidelines (CPG) and the Recovered Materials Advisory Notices (RMAN).

    (2) Case-by-case procurement.  Open competition between 

products made of virgin materials and products made of recovered materials; procuring agencies or individuals must exercise a preference for the latter. 

    (3) Other.  Any approach which is substantially equivalent 

to the above approaches.

(4) Exceptions:

      (a) The price of items with recovered material is unreasonable.

      (b) The requirement for items produced with recovered materials results in inadequate competition.

      (c) Obtaining items with recovered material results in unusual and unreasonable delays.

      (d) Items produced with recovered materials do not meet all reasonable performance specifications.

  b.  Affirmative Procurement Training (APT). Memos shall be sent to all Fort Monroe military and civilian staff explaining the new APP within 10 days of the policy being signed.  AP training shall be incorporated into the general environmental awareness and VISA IMPAC training.  APT shall focus on procurement personnel.  APT shall include, but not be limited to:

    (1) Descriptions of products covered by CPG.

    (2) How to identify if a product meets CPG standards.

    (3) Where to find information on AP, CPG, and RMAN.

(4) How to order products meeting CPG standards from General Services Administration (GSA).

  c. AP Tracking and Reporting.  Fort Monroe Environmental Office will monitor customer satisfaction with AP products through an annual survey.  Tracking and reporting of AP purchases will be handled through GSA/Defense Logistics Agency(DLA).  GSA/DLA will be responsible for verifying and estimating the post consumer material in the products designated as meeting CPG.

  d.  Annual review and monitoring. Fort Monroe Environmental 

Office will monitor the APP’s training program through the following:

    (1) Annual surveys of employee awareness of APP.

    (2) Quarterly inspection of random copy rooms and supply 

cabinets.

    (3) At this time, annual review and monitoring of the APP 

will occur on a Headquarters,  Department of the Army level.

1-6.  Responsibilities.

  a.  DPW, Environmental Office will--

    (1) Promote APP.

    (2) Advise APP.

    (3) Approve waivers for products not meeting CPG 

standards.

  b.  Procurement will--

    (1) Ensure that solicitations and contracts contain the appropriate provisions and Federal Acquisition Regulation(FAR) clauses to implement AP.

    (2) Ensure products meeting CPG standards are available at 

Fort Monroe.

    (3) Review and revise Fort Monroe specifications and standards as applicable to eliminate barriers to the preference for recovered materials.
