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Fort Monroe Group Car Wash Policy
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Summary.  This regulation prescribes policies and procedures for complying with Title 40, United States Code of Federal Regulation (CFR), Vol 18, Chapter I, Parts 122 & 123.   
Applicability.  This policy applies to all commands, directorates, activities, and residents located on Fort Monroe.

1-1.  Purpose.  To establish a policy on Fort Monroe for group car washes to reduce the amount of wash water contaminated with chloramines, oil, sediments, and soap and remain compliant with our verbal storm water permit exclusion.  A group car wash is defined as more than five cars washed at one time or a car wash held with the intent to raise money for an activity.

1-2. References.

  a.  Clean Water Act as codified in Title 40 CFR 122, National Pollutant Discharge Elimination Program.

  b.  Army Regulation 200-1 (Environment Protection and Enhancement).

1-3.  General.  Federal and state laws and regulations prohibit

Fort Monroe from substantial discharge of anything untreated into

storm drains.  Wash water from car washes contains soap, oil, 

gasoline, and dirt that would flow directly into the Chesapeake Bay if discharged directly into the storm drains. 

1-4.  Car Wash Procedures.  To hold a car wash on Post, the following guidelines must be adhered to:

  a.  The site for the car wash must be on grass. 

  b.  The grass area selected cannot contain a storm drain. 
  c.  The area must have adequate area for cars to spread out while being washed.  This will minimize rutting of the grass and increase infiltration.

  d.  A site layout must be submitted and approved with signature by the Environmental Division.  The site layout with signature must be on site during the car wash.  Holding a car wash without an approved site or not in accordance with the signed site lay-out is grounds for shut down for the car wash.

  e.  Recommend using biodegradable soaps such as Simple Green.

1-5.  Responsibilities.

  a.  DPW, Environmental Division shall--

    (1) Promote this policy.

    (2) Advise any groups wanting to hold a car wash of suitable areas.

    (3) Approve all sites.

    (4) Enforce this policy.

  b.  Military Policy shall also enforce this policy.
