MEMORANDUM FOR All Residents of Fort Monroe Government Quarters, Barracks and Monroe Apartments

SUBJECT:  Installation Policy Regarding Satellite Dishes

1.  In recognition of the increasing popularity of satellite dishes and the smaller sizes now available, Fort Monroe allows satellite dishes to be installed based on the criteria in Enclosure 1.  Residents will not be considered for an exception to policy to relocate to other government quarters merely to facilitate installation of a satellite dish.  Also, residents will be held responsible for any damage made to quarters due to satellite dish installation.

2.  As an official national historic landmark, it is the responsibility of the installation commander to maintain the historical integrity of the installation.  Therefore, established guidelines will be strictly enforced to ensure the appearance and conditions of all structures are maintained.  Requests must be submitted in writing, to include size of dish, sketch of proposed dish location, method of cable connection, and wall penetration, to the Housing Division Chief, Directorate of Public Works/Logistics (DPW/L), or Monroe Apartments Manager, depending on residence location.  

3.  The following factors will be used in making the determination to approve or disapprove the requests: 

a.  Proposed location of the dish.


b.  Whether or not it will detract from the post’s appearance. 


c.  Service member’s responsibility in caring for his/her living quarters.

CHECKLIST FOR INSTALLING SATELLITE DISH

Must not be visible from front of building.

Dish must not be attached to building.

Cables enter quarters through existing penetrations.

Satellite cable is connected to existing television cables and jacks (if pre-wired).

Must obtain digging permit from DPW/L prior to beginning work.
